In Memory of Carl

A touch of sadness to an otherwise joyful
summer: Carl the horse, 20 plus-years-old, who had
carried me to four museum services, passed away this spring. Ge-

rald, who owned and cared for Carl, told me that Carl had not done well the past few
winters, yet perked up in the following springs, did not likewise rally this year. The
prophet Zechariah envisioned horses in Paradise as “holy to the Lord.” (Zechariah
14:20) Job came to see that it is God who “gives the horse his might” and character.
(Job 39:19) I feel confident that Carl is at play in the fields of the Lord, today.

Carl’s passing prompted me to think about how modern life strains our spiri-
tual connections. If I were a real circuit-rider and Carl was really the horse that car-
ried me from church to church and home to home, I would have had a much deeper
connection with him, and one very different from the connections I’ve had with my
various Fords, even though one was a “Mustang” and two others were named after
bulls, “Tauruses”. In a by-gone era, laborers had a much more organic and personal
connection to the tools of their trades. Horses were once more than just showpieces;
they were important members of households and essential partners in sustaining
home and family life. Horses and livestock often lived on the ground floor of the
home (the predecessor to the attached garage). Some folks name their cars and
trucks, but it just isn’t the same. The greatest threat to modern souls is the deperson-
alization that occurs when who and what helps us to make a living become just
things, impersonal objects at hand. When we lose our spiritual connections to the
world around us, we begin to treat people as things instead of souls. Ididn’t really
know Carl all that well, but I could tell he had a kind and gentle and helpful soul.
He did most of the work in getting me to that little church on the museum grounds
with a real understanding of my minimal directing.

Maybe that’s part of what’s so timelessly appealing about annual worship in
this warm, musty, old wooden chapel that barely holds our numbers. We long for
the old sense of connectedness that so much made up life in simpler times. Instinc-
tively, we know that when we are spiritually connected to the place where we dwell
and with those whom we dwell and work, then God blesses our lives and grants us
fulfillment in them. Join us on August 18" at the Barron County Historical Mu-
seum; this year in memory of Carl.
