What would be the perfect gift?  If youôre familiar with 

ñA Christmas Story,ò you know Ralphieôs dream gift 

was a Daisy Red Rider BB Rifle.  Everyone warned him that 

he would ñshoot his eye out,ò but he did not waver in his yearning.  On 

Christmas morning, amongst the presents, his dream comes true.  Dressed in only 

his pajamas, robe, and slippers, he takes his BB rifle out back into the snow, where 

he promptly shoots himself in the eye.  Luckily, heôs wearing glasses. 
 

 I remember those Christmas dream-gifts that I was sure that I wouldnôt sur-

vive without.  I would prepare a Christmas wish-list and even shop the catalogs to 

find the most economical sources.  But, like Mick Jagger, ñI (couldnôt) always get 

what I want(ed).ò  But, often enough, I did.  Funny, how the joy of those ñperfect 

giftsò rarely lasted until New Yearôs Day.  Eventually, I grew up and stopped mak-

ing lists of what I wanted and started to make lists of what I wanted to give to oth-

ers for Christmas.  But, still, it was all about finding that ñperfect gift.ò  Truly, as 

Paul says in Acts 20:35, ñIt is more blessed (and much more fun) to give than it is 

to receive.ò  There is much more joy to be had in delighting another with the 

ñperfect gift.ò  The joy tends to last longer than January 1st, but then by January 

31st, the expense of those ñperfect giftsò shows up on those credit card statements.  

And February can be a pretty bleak month for those who tried to find the ñperfect 

giftò for everyone on their gift list. 
 

 I am reminded of a story about King David in II Samuel.  Heôs settled in 

his house and God gives him rest from his enemies, so he begins to think about 

building the perfect house for God, an elaborate temple.  But, through the prophet 

Nathan, Godôs reply is, in essence, that there is no temple, no gift so perfect that it 

could exceed what God and David already had together in mutual covenant.  So, 

before you drain your bank account and amass a small fortune in debt, consider 

that there is no more perfect gift that we can give each other than to be true to the 

covenants we have with each other, the love-covenants. The best present is to be 

fully present and true in love to each other and to ourselves.  The gifts that last are 

not Daisy Red Rider BB rifles (weôll only shoot our eyes out), nor are they made 

of silver or gold or studded with diamonds.  The gifts that endure forever are made 

of faith, hope, and love and theyôre not found in Walmart, Kohlôs, Menards, or 

even Farm and Fleet (where if they donôt have it, you really didnôt need it anyway, 

but, oh, faith, hope, and love you canôt live without).  The true perfect gift is to be 

present in love to those whom we care for.  Thatôs why we might call perfect gifts 

presents.

When we place our holiday gifts in the churchôs offering 

plates, 84 cents of every dollar, on average, will remain in 

our local church to provide for utilities, building mainte-

nance, pastoral and staff salaries, childrenôs and youth 

ministries, etc.  

 

Another 13 cents out of every dollar we give will provide 

signs of hope to children, youth and adults who partici-

pate in the ministries here in Wisconsin. Northcott 

Neighborhood House, United Methodist Childrenôs Ser-

vices, our United Methodist camps, Youth CONVOs, and 

campus ministries on ten different campuses to name a 

few. This small amount of our shared connectional giving 

also helps support all of our retired clergy here in Wis-

consin.  

 

About 2 percent or just 2 cents helps us engage with the 

poor and bring healing and hope to a hurting world. 

These general church apportionments help us reach over 

3 million church school children in conferences outside 

the United States. The final penny or 1 cent goes to other 

designated mission funds.  

 

As United Methodists we are connected. We see that con-

nection when we know OUR CHURCH responds to dis-

astrous events like the Ebola epidemic in Africa.
