Greetings to you all in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ! 
 

As we celebrated the ñChrist the Kingò Sunday after Thanksgiving Day, we are now stepping 

into the new Christian Calendar year with a baby Jesus for our new beginning! By the way, 

Christian Calendar does not begin with the month of January but the season of Advent and 

Christmas. Why? Because we are Christians whose whole lives are centered in Christ! So we 

begin our new year with the coming of Jesus Christ as a little baby in a manger. Then it ends, 

not with the month of December but with the ñDay of Jesus Coming Backò to reign over us as 

our King! So we call it the ñChrist the Kingò Sunday for the last season in Christian Calendar.  
 

Now, are we ready for that... I mean, ready for growing with Jesus from a manger and for fol-

lowing him as your Lord in this new season again? 
 

A few days ago, when we had a discipleship class, a half year long journey, we talked about 

inviting someone for next year because we are heading towards the end now. It means we are 

looking for ñWhatôs Next?ò for our new beginning. Interesting answer was... ñWe want to pre-

pare this in prayer.ò However, if it was what Jesus did, can you believe it? Jesus prayed all 

night long before he did that! 
 

ñIn these days he went out to the mountain to pray, and all night he continued in  

prayer to God. And when day came, he called his disciples and chose from them twelve,  

whom he named apostles: Simon, who he named Peter, and Andrew his brother, and  

James and John, and Philip, and Bartholomew, and Matthew, and Thomas, and James  

the son of Alphaeus, and Simon who was called the Zealot, and Judas the son of James,  

and Judas Iscariot, who became a traitor.ò (Luke 6:12-13, ESV) 
 

Anyway, all who got called by Jesus had different backgrounds and interests. Some of them 

were fishermen, one of them was a tax collector, some of them were followers of John the 

Baptist, some of them were members of a violent political party. Another interesting fact from 

the gospel is... all of their struggles at the moment were different from each other... like Peter 

fighting with impatience and fear; Thomas with doubt; James and John with pride; Judas with 

greed. However, all got called and all began to follow Jesus journeying with him. But where to 

go? It was the Kingdom of God whether is was there or here! 
 

Unfortunately, not all of them ended their journey with Jesus. We know it was Judas Iscariot 

who did not because he betrayed Jesus for several silver coins. According to the gospel, he 

loved money. Other than him, all were growing as they followed Jesusô way of living - 

ñhumbled themselves in obedience to God and lived and died for others!ò 
 

Sisters and brothers in Christ, where are we now and where are we heading for as we follow 

Jesus again through this new beginning? Come and see as we prepare to receive Jesus again in 

this season!
